Academic, Clinical and Exam Requirements for the Certificate of Clinical Competence (CCC) in Audiology

Effective January 1, 2008, all applicants for the ASHA CCC in audiology must have completed a minimum of 75 semester credit hours of post-baccalaureate study that culminates in a master’s, doctoral, or other recognized academic degree.  Effective January 1, 2012, all applicants will be required to have an earned doctoral degree.

Prerequisite Knowledge and Skills
· A course in biological science

· A course in physical science

· A course in social/behavioral science

· A course in mathematics

Foundations of Practice
· Assessment by the graduate academic program of having achieved the requisite knowledge and skills mandated by the standards

· Completion of supervised practicum experience equivalent to a minimum of 12 months of full-time experience

National Examination
· The applicant must pass the national examination adopted by ASHA for purposes of certification in audiology.  The current exam is administered by the Educational Testing Service (ETS) and is independently validated on a periodic basis.  The current passing score required is 600.
